Membership Application Point Evaluation Guide

CCAL applications are reviewed by the Membership Committee (Committee) comprised of CCAL fellows around
the country. This peer-review process is thoughtful and thorough. The guidance offered here is intended to help
you prepare a successful application. The specific guidance in the following pages provides for a quantitative
analysis of the content submitted to accompany the application. Note: The Committee attributes a significant
focus on the quality of the work submitted. Therefore, a candidate may meet the quantitative requirements
while not meeting the quality expectations of the Committee.

CCAL applicants must meet all Eligibility Requirements. Applicants are asked to substantiate their candidacy in
three areas:

1. Writings and Publications (see Section Il of the application)
2. Teaching and Instruction (see Section Il of the application)
3. Professional Involvement and Legislative Activities (see Section IV of the application)

Your application should include a clear summary of activity for each section. Successful candidates must earn a
minimum of 5 points in each section. You may refer to the section in the application for specific details regarding
items considered acceptable and relevant in each of the substantive content areas. You may use the following
pages as a guide for point allocation for quantity. Note: Quality is a significant component of the analysis of the
application. Therefore, a candidate may meet the quantitative requirements while not meeting the quality
expectations of the Committee.
